LOOK WHAT WE HAVE BEEN DOING…
Lambs and Ducks have enjoyed the mirror books, ‘all about me’. They have been developing their language skills, 
using the mirrors as they developed their muscles and physical abilities through facial exercises. They have been 
practicing head, shoulders, knees and toes and looking at different emotions, as they copied different expressions. 

The Farmers haven enjoyed learning about Autumn, as the tress in the garden have already started to lose their 
leaves. We looked at the different coloured leaves we found in the garden and looked at the adventure the leaf man 
goes on in the story ‘Leaf man’. The children enjoyed exploring the different textures of the leaves, printing with them 
and learning the autumn nursery rhyme in sign language.
