LOOK WHAT WE HAVE DONE… 
FARMERS 
The children have enjoyed forest school activites and natural play linking 
to recent training all staff have been on. The children have been 
exploring woodlands, painting with mud, planting and making sensory 
herb playdough. The children have developed their fine motor skills with 
weaving and threading flowers, cutting grass heads and having lots of 
snack times around a campfire.  
DUCKS 
The children in ducks have been having lots of creative fun for Easter 
making crafts and cards to take home, lots of baking linking with easter 
and going on egg hunts around the outdoor area. They have also been 
focussing on their circle time activities with lots of calming and self 
regulating activities such as feather blowing, animal yoga, simple 
breathing techniques and using wooden massagers on each other.
